Paul crafts an intricate letter, circulates to area churches, that is
designed to show believers’ their place in “His story”. Today, we will
slowly, carefully start to unpack the details, hoping to better see our
place in “His story”.

“Paul, an apostle of Christ Jesus by the will of God,
To God’s holy people in Ephesus, the faithful in Christ Jesus:

2 Grace and peace to you from God our Father and the Lord Jesus Christ.
3 Praise be to the God and Father of our Lord Jesus Christ, who has
blessed us in the heavenly realms with every spiritual blessing in Christ.

28 For he vigorously refuted his Jewish opponents in public
debate, proving from the Scriptures that Jesus was the Messiah.”

“Let us bless God, the father of our Lord Jesus, the king! He has blessed us
in the king with every spirit-inspired blessing in the heavenly realm.” NTE
