 Authority = Standard that all know, value, model

 Then Jesus came to them and said, “All authority in heaven and on earth 

has been given to me. 19 Therefore go and make disciples of all nations, baptizing 

them in the name of the Father and of the Son and of the Holy Spirit, 20 and 

teaching them to obey everything I have commanded you. And surely I am with 

you always, to the very end of the age.”  Matthew 28:18-20 

 “All things have been committed to me by my Father. No one knows the 

Son except the Father, and no one knows the Father except the Son and those to 

whom the Son chooses to reveal him.”  Matthew 11:27

 “If you love me, keep my commands. 16 And I will ask the Father, and he 

will give you another advocate to help you and be with you forever— 17 the Spirit of 

truth. The world cannot accept him, because it neither sees him nor knows him. But 

you know him, for he lives with you and will be in you. 18 I will not leave you as 

orphans; I will come to you.”  John 14:15-18 

 I have much more to say to you, more than you can now bear. 13 But when 

he, the Spirit of truth, comes, he will guide you into all the truth. He will not speak 

on his own; he will speak only what he hears, and he will tell you what is yet to 

come. 14 He will glorify me because it is from me that he will receive what he will 

make known to you.”

Instead, whoever wants to become great among you must 

be your servant, 27 and whoever wants to be first must be your slave— 28 just as the 

Son of Man did not come to be served, but to serve, and to give his life as a 

ransom for many.”  Matthew 20:25-28 

 “In your relationships with one another, have the same mindset as Christ 
Jesus:  6 Who, being in very nature God, did not consider equality with God 
something to be used to his own advantage; 7 rather, he made himself nothing by 
taking the very nature of a servant, being made in human likeness.  8 And being 
found in appearance as a man, he humbled himself by becoming obedient to 
death— even death on a cross!”  Philippians 2:5-8 
 “I always thank my God as I remember you in my prayers, 5 because I hear 
about your love for all his holy people and your faith in the Lord Jesus. 6 I pray that 
your partnership with us in the faith may be effective in deepening your 
understanding of every good thing we share for the sake of Christ. 7 Your love has 
given me great joy and encouragement, because you, brother, have refreshed the 
hearts of the Lord’s people.  8 Therefore, although in Christ I could be bold and 
order you to do what you ought to do, 9 yet I prefer to appeal to you on the basis 
of love.”
